Reading Mathematics 

Writing  

This term we will start with a two week 
unit called ΨBrainwavesΩ which explores 
the ways in which our brain learns and 
how we can keep our brain healthy. 
 
Our main IPC topic is Scavengers and 
Settlers. The children will develop their 
knowledge and understanding of the 
people and cultures of the Stone, Bronze 
and Iron ages. We will use the skills 
necessary to be able to give reasons for 
changes and  events. In Science we will 
investigate which materials are best for 
hunting and digging. In Geography we 
will develop our skills in using an atlas. 

Children will choose an Accelerated Reader 
book to read at home. Once finished, they 
will complete a test to show their 
understanding. Then children will choose a 
class reader. There will be prizes and raffles 
for the  best reading journals. 

Children will have daily SFA or RWI lessons, 
learning new reading and comprehension 
skills as well as developing co-operative 
learning strategies.  

 

This term the children will solve 
problems, using number facts, place 
value and addition and subtraction.  
They will also learn to deepen their 
understanding of place value in 
numbers of up to 4 digits. For example, 
they will compare and order numbers 
up to 1000, read and write numbers up 
to 1000 (in digits and words) and round 
numbers to the nearest ten, one 
hundred or one thousand.  
At the end of the term the children will 
be learning about data, for example 
interpreting and presenting data using 
bar charts, pictograms and tables.   

This term the children will begin with 
Writing Weeks using Aaron BeckerΩs 
Journey. Following this they will be 
developing their non-fiction writing 
including non-chronological reports, 
explanations and recounts. The content 
of their work will be linked to our IPC 
topic , Scavengers and Settlers.  We will 
be learning to write more complex 
sentences with a range of openers and 
conjunctions.  
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
