Religious Education

Physical Education

P.E. will continue to be taught by our
specialist P.E. coaches, but PE day has
moved to Monday, when the children will
need to come prepared with the correct P.E
kit: black shorts/tracksuit bottoms, blue top
and black or white trainers. This half term
children will be learning Invasion Games
and how to apply rules and tactics..

Now swimming has been completed, Y5 will
have a class PE session every Tuesday, for
which no PE kit is required.

Spelling & Home Learning

second week of each half term. Please
support your children in completing a
couple of activities.

Spellings and Maths will be given on a
weekly basis and children will be tested
each Monday on their spelling words.
On-going practise of times tables should
continue and progress is assessed in a
weekly test on Fridays. The children should
also complete their Reading Journals.

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Reading

The main element of reading remains SFA
(Success For All) throughout Year 5. This is
taught four times a week using the
appropriate Treasure Hunts.

The children will continue to read books
independently for Accelerated Reader,
completing their Reading Journals, and
taking tests in class when they have
completed a book. All children are expected
to bring their Reading Book and Journal to

school every day.

This half term we will be covering
explanation and persuasive genres, linked
to our IPC topic, and will then move onto
recounts.

We will continue to focus on extending and
combining sentences using commas and
clauses, and this term will also learn about
other parentheses (brackets and dashes). A
growing range of adverbials and
conjunctions will be used to link

paragraphs and sentences. s
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Mathematics

Fractions and Decimals—comparing and
ordering numbers with up to three decimal
places, rounding decimals, comparing and
ordering fractions, recognising mixed
numbers and improper fractions and
converting between them.

Angles—recognising and measuring obtuse,
acute and reflex angles.

Fractions and Percentages—recognising
that % means parts per hundred,
multiplying fractions and mixed numbers by
whole numbers, solving problems with
percentage equivalents of 1/2, 1/4, 1/5,
2/5, 4/5, or percentages that are multiples
of 10 or 25, using all four operations.
